Note:  The essential activities are denoted by an asterisk and are key to the development of student understandings of each concept.  Any activities that are substituted for essential activities must cover the same GLEs to the same Bloom’s level.



*Activity 2.1:  Classroom Helpers (SS, APCC) (GLE 4)

Guide the children in a discussion on “helpers” needed in the classroom and create a chart with the names of classroom helpers. Explain to the children the role and responsibility of the classroom helper.  Tell the students that they will take turns being a class helper (e.g., leader, trash collector, flag holder, caboose in line, door holder, messenger, and snack person).   Have students check a “Helper Board” daily to see if they have a class job.

*Activity 2.2:  Puzzles (Math, APCC) (GLE 11)

Centers: Throughout the school year, provide students with opportunities to complete puzzles of increasing complexity. If you observe that a student is becoming frustrated because the pieces don’t fit, ask questions about why he or she thinks it doesn’t fit. Ask the student questions that encourage further inspection of the puzzle piece and the space that the student is trying to put it in.

Activity 2.3: Attendance Graph (Math, APCC) (GLEs  2, 5, 12)

Create an attendance graph for students to use each morning. For example, put each student’s name and photo on a card. Every morning each student finds his/her own card and places it in a designated space to indicate he/she is at school that day. The designated space may be a special board or pocket chart. There should be a designated space for boys and another for girls. Each day during opening circle, you should lead a brief discussion of how many children are here and how many are not here. Ask students to count the number of boys here and the number of girls here. Ask students to count the number of girls not here and the number of boys not here. Use this time to help students begin to understand and use practical addition (number of girls not here plus number of boys not here equals total number not here) and comparison language (more/less/fewer/same).

*Activity 2.4:  I Belong (ELA, APCC) (GLEs 03b, 04, 08, 09, 11, 12b, 13, 14b, 21, 22, 26, 29)

Students will become active members of the classroom as they participate in discussions of classroom rules and procedures. Students will brainstorm rules and procedures, reasons for rules and procedures, and solutions to problems. Books with themes such as friendship, belonging, and problem solving will be used to initiate the discussion. Books will be introduced as the teacher points out the covers and titles of the books and asks students to think about and discuss their possible themes. During book readings students will continue to identify the themes of the books while using key words such as sharing, friends, and kindness during the discussion. When necessary, the teacher will ask leading questions to assist the students in identifying book themes. Questions may include the following: 

· Whom do you think the story is about? A family? Friends?

· How do you think these people or animals know one another? 

· Where are they in the story?

· Look at his/her face. How do you think he/she feels? What made him/her feel that way?

· What do you think will happen next?

· Do you think that his/her friend could do something to make him/her feel better?

· What happens when people do not share?

· What happens when people do not use kind words?

· Does this ever happen in the classroom?

· Could he/she have done something to keep this from happening? What if he/she had ….?

· Do you think this would have happened if there had been a special way to…. or if there had been a rule about …?

Following the readings and discussions of these books, students will be asked to use the information they have learned about friendship to create class rules. The teacher will record the students’ dictations regarding classroom rules in list form. Students will identify some letters in relation to their names as the letters are written. The teacher may use photographs or drawings to illustrate the rules. As the year progresses, the teacher will continue to ask for student input regarding new rules and procedures that may be required. This continued discussion may occur during group times when applicable to the entire class, in small groups during center time as problems that require solutions occur or procedures need to be adapted, and individually during center times when students require assistance. 

*Activity 2.5: Responsible Decisions/How Can I Stay Safe? (ELA, APCC) (GLEs  04, 05a, 05b, 05c, 08, 09, 10, 11, 13, 14a, 14c, 16, 18, 21, 22, 29)

The teacher will tell or read the story of The Gingerbread Boy or use a book such as Corduroy in order to introduce the school facilities and staff to the students. Students will engage in a hunt to find the character from the chosen story, meeting school personnel in the process and becoming familiar with the school grounds. Students will discuss where the character was found and where the character was not found using positional words. The teacher will assist the students with the appropriate vocabulary as needed. Students will raise hands to take turns during this activity, with the teacher reminding the entire class that it is important to raise hands and take turns. Individual students who are not raising hands will not be distinguished from the rest of the class. Information the students give regarding the location of the character may be recorded in chart or book form, which students may illustrate. This activity is appropriate for group time.

The book may be reread during another group time or during center times in which students will be invited to listen to the story. Students will begin another conversation about the book, brainstorming and discussing what they would do if they wandered away at school or in the community and got lost. The students’ responses will help students in real-life situations to understand the importance of following directions and to understand what students should do if they were to find themselves without a familiar adult or in unfamiliar surroundings. During the discussion, students will answer questions such as:

· Where does a child who is lost go?  

· Why does a child become lost?

· What should a child who is lost do?

· Who can safely provide help to a child who is lost?

Students may be encouraged to enlist the help of their parents to contribute responses on how to solve this problem if a child becomes lost. A helpful, responsible solution will be designed and compiled in a class book during a group time, or students may work with the teacher to create books in small groups during center times. Students will illustrate their pages of the book with pictures to match the text. 

*Activity 2.6:  On a School Tour (SS, APCC 1) (GLEs 1, 2)

Materials List: camera, photographs of key areas of the school, dry erase board and markers, paper, and binding

Prior to this lesson, the teacher will take pictures of various areas of the school with a camera.  The teacher will have the photographs ready to show the students as they name a place that they visited after the tour.  

Take students on a tour of the school site to develop an awareness of their immediate world. The school tour could include the school office, the library, the cafeteria, and the nurse’s office.  Following the school tour, students will help make a story chain (view literacy strategy descriptions) to document their school trip. In this lesson you will use a story chain which is a sequencing activity. Begin the story chain by asking student to recall each place visited on the school tour. Using guiding questions have students name each school locations visited and record student responses on the board. Display the photographs showing each location.  Invite individual students to select the photograph depicting each location in the order it was visited.  As each student comes forward with a photograph, have him/her state the location and the order in which it was visited. (e.g. “We went to the school office first.” or “We went to the cafeteria second.”) These photographs could also be used to make a class book of the school tour. The book could be entitled, “Our School, ___________.” The book should then be shared with the children by placing it in the book center.

Accommodations: Assist students who are unable to recall the correct order or name of the school site. 
Examples: --The Kissing Hand

Activity 2.7:  School Workers (SS, CC, Unit 1, Activity 7) (GLEs 3, 4)

Read the book people who work in schools (e.g., Our School Workers by Amy and Richard Hutchings, School by Samantha Berger and Pamela Chanko). Follow a modified DR-TA (view literacy strategy descriptions): A modified DR-TA (Directed Reading-Thinking Activity) is a literacy strategy that asks students to make predications about books and to check their predictions upon completion of the story. The students will discuss ways people work together in a school community.

Ask students, “Who are our school workers and what are their jobs? How do they help us?”  Talk about their jobs (e.g., the school nurse, cafeteria workers, custodians, principal, and bus drivers) and how the students can show their appreciation for all the workers do to make school a pleasant place to spend the day. 

· Have students draw pictures or make a sign to thank the people in their school community who help them.  Record the students’ words to thank the workers in their school.  Have students deliver the mail to the workers.  

· Take pictures of the workers at the school and place the pictures in a classroom book titled Workers at Our School.
*Activity 2.8:  Helping Others (SS, APCC) (GLE 4)  

Explain to the students that they will help you create the classroom rules. Guide the students in a discussion and have them make suggestions about what they think would make good rules for the classroom (e.g., sharing, listening to others as they speak, using quiet voices in class, being kind and considerate); write down their ideas. After all the students have had a chance to voice their opinions, compile a list of the rules you have decided to use on a separate sheet of paper. Share these rules with the children; ask them which ones they think are more important. Limit the rules to three or four which are simple and broad.

Take a poster board and write the rules you have decided to use in your classroom.  Start with the rules the students think are most important. Reinforce classroom rules throughout the day and year.

Using the story The Little Red Hen, discuss how it can benefit everyone to work together for the common good. Have the students work together to retell and sequence the story using realistic props (e.g., apron, comb, mirror, pillow).

Using the story The Little Engine That Could, discuss the consequences of helping others and how good it can make you feel when you help others.  
Role-Play: Create situations where the children can respond to each other by helping (e.g., helping someone tie shoes, helping someone clean up a spill, helping someone find an item in the classroom).

Play I spy using a spy glass or teacher made eye glass out of a toilet paper roll. Create scenarios using student’s names and helpful activities (e.g., I spy Jason helping John pick up the blocks.).

Activity 2.9: Morning Circle:  Where is _______?  (LCC GLEs: ELA 23, 24, 29)

(Sung to the tune of Where is Thumbkin?)

Materials List:  name cards for each student that includes their picture and name

The teacher will arrange the students in the morning circle.  The teacher will then sing the song while circulating around the circle, touching each student on their head as they are included in the song.  As the teacher progresses around the circle, the name card is shown to the rest of the class. Continue until all children have been identified.

Activity 2.11: Morning Circle: Who Feels Happy at School Today? (LCC GLEs: ELA 23, 24, 29)
The teacher will organize the students in the morning circle by having them stand.  The teacher will instruct the students that, “This is a movement song.  We will move as the words in the song instruct us to move.”

Activity 2.12: Morning Circle: Thumbs Up, Thumbs Down (LCC GLEs: ELA 23, 24, 27, 29; M 13) 
Materials List:  none

This is a guessing game involving student behaviors.  Ask the students a series of questions about school behaviors.  Students respond to these questions with a “thumbs up” if it is the right action or a “thumbs down” if it is the wrong action.

Examples of student behaviors may include running in the classroom, taking a toy from a child, sitting for story, waiting in line, cleaning up after centers. This activity may be continued during center time and during small group activities.
Accommodations:  Assist students who do not understand specific behaviors
Whole Group Activities

Activity 2.13: Whole Group: What’s Missing? (LCC GLEs: ELA 23, 24)
Materials List: tray, 10 items found in the classroom (1 from each center), e.g., marker, pencil, small book, small stuffed animal, block, piece of paper, paintbrush, binoculars, piece of pretend food, a cover for the tray

Open the lesson with a discussion about the various items found in school everyday. State, “We are going to play a game that includes school items.” Show the tray to the students and name the items on the tray. Have them study and observe it, and then have them close their eyes. While their eyes are closed, take one item away. Have the students open their eyes and ask them, “What’s missing?” Allow time for the students to identify what is missing.  Do this two times to give every student a chance.

Accommodations: Have other students help when a child cannot guess the answer or limit the number of items on the tray to five items if students are having difficulty.

Activity 2.14: Whole Group: What Center Is This? (LCC GLEs: ELA 4, 23, 24, 27, 29)
Materials List: cards with each center’s picture and center name printed on it, a professor know-it-all head gear

Tell the students, “We are going to play professor know-it-all (view literacy strategy descriptions). Professor know-it-all is a strategy in which students have a chance to show the class their knowledge on a subject by standing in front of the class and answering a question or giving information to the class. The teacher will choose a student to come to the front of the group.  The student will wear a mortar board, a hat, or a crown of your choice during this activity.  The teacher will read one of the rhymes listed below.  The student (Professor Know it All) will try to guess the correct center.  When the student guesses correctly, the teacher will show the card with the correct center’s name on it. Continue this process until each student has had a turn to guess a center.

Accommodations: Have other students help when a student cannot guess the answer.

Activity 2:15: Whole Group:  Rule Chart (LCC GLEs: ELA 4, 16, 18, 29)
Materials List: chart paper, markers, index cards, picture symbols of the rules
Say, “This week during small group we have been discussing rules for class and rules for our school. Today we will brainstorm (view literacy strategy descriptions) a list of rules for our classroom and for our school.”  Have the students recall the rules they have learned and read the rules as you write the rules on the index cards with a picture on each card. For each rule, ask students, “Is this a school rule or a classroom rule?” Then put the card in the correct column of the rule chart (see diagram below). Examples of rules may include: Walk in hallway, sit for story time, stand in line for lunch, and be quiet in hallway.

The students will draw pictures of children in the windows of the bus, then, dictate a bus safety rule.   The teacher will write the dictated rule on the bus.
