*Activity 3.1: Bodily Awareness (ELA, APCC) (GLEs: ELA 23, 24; S 15,19)

Students will demonstrate an understanding of vocabulary and their ability to follow directions as they participate in the following activities:

· Students will repeat directions and respond accordingly with bodily movements as they participate in games such as Thumbs Up.

· Students will identify body parts and positional words and respond accordingly with bodily movements as they participate in games such as Simon Says.

Students will engage in auditory discrimination as they participate in games such as the Freeze game or as they listen to music and change body movements based upon changes in rhythm or sound.

*Activity 3.2:  Body Parts (Science, APCC) (GLEs: 15, 19)

Have students spread out around the room, being sure they are not too close to furniture or each other. Students practice touching body parts to songs like Heads, Shoulders, Knees and Toes. Use a variety of music and movement activities to introduce body parts as a large group activity. Songs and picture cards are available to have students touch different body parts as they name them. These activities may also be done in a large area such as a gym floor or the playground. *

Teacher note: Attention must be given to explain that some body parts are private and should not be touched. The teacher must handle this carefully and professionally as it becomes necessary.

Activity 3.3:  Body in Motion (Science, APCC) (GLEs: 15, 19)
Use a variety of music, movement activities, and games to introduce body movement directions (e.g., bend, stretch, wiggle, twist, lean) in a large group setting. The Hokey Pokey and Simon Says are examples. Students move to a variety of music, movement activities, and games to practice running, skipping, hopping, and jumping in or out of doors. Students participate in activities that allow them to bend, twist, nod, and wiggle different body parts. Students may also listen to music with individual tape or CD players and move independently as part of center time.
*Activity 3.4:  A Sense of Me (ELA, APCC) (GLEs  03a, 03b, 04, 21, 22, 24, 31)

· The teacher will set up the classroom environment so that meaningful print and students’ names are displayed throughout the classroom and are displayed during a variety of classroom activities, including the following:

· Students will read their names and meaningful print throughout the day as they place items in cubbies labeled with their names, as they return classroom materials to shelving labeled with names and pictures of the items, and as they identify their own names and those of classmates to determine class jobs on the helper chart. 

· Students will read and interpret the daily schedule as listed on a pocket chart or rebus list in order to determine the next activity during the day. Students may also use picture cards or photographs of the daily activities to sequence and recreate the daily schedule or may read and interpret the daily schedule in a class book with photographs or illustrations.

· Students will read their names and those of friends through word cards displayed during songs. Appropriate songs include a name song to the tune of Bingo, I Wish I Had a Little Red Box, and the name game song. 

· Students will identify names during transition times when the teacher displays the name cards one at a time to have students line up, take turns, follow oral directions, or list a rhyming word. Students’ photographs may be displayed next to their names in order to ensure student success. 
· Students will continue to identify their names as they use names written on cards or as they write their own names on cards during a graphing activity. Graphing activities may include graphing hair color, eye color, food preferences, gender identification, and likes and dislikes. Students will participate in class discussions or discussions with peers and/or the teacher as the graphs are created during group times or during center times. The teacher will consider the length of time required to complete the graph and pre-graphing activities during the planning process. For instance, an eye color graph may be incorporated into the science center with students using a mirror to identify eye color. A gender graph may be incorporated into a group discussion of how boys and girls have the same abilities and how boy and girls like many of the same things. Students will express their thoughts orally during the graphing process.
 Activity 3.5:  Movement of Objects (APCC) (GLEs: 2, 16)
At large group discussion, students will discuss movement of common small objects as the teacher records on a KWL chart titled How do things move? In the block area, students may use tops, toy cars, and different kinds and sizes of balls and blocks to explore the movement of objects. The teacher facilitates the activities, asking the open-ended, what do you think would happen if… or why do you think that happened… questions. Student observations should include what causes the objects to move, the speed and direction of motions, and differences in motions. As students discover concepts, the teacher should record their responses on the KWL chart that hangs near the block area.
Whole Group Activities
Activity 3.6: Whole Group: My Body: (LCC GLEs: ELA 4, 5a, 5b, 5c, 6, 8, 9, 11, 12b,  12c, 14c, 16, 18, 21, 22, 26, 27, 28, 29, 31; M 1, 2, 5, 13; SCI 5, 15, 19)

Materials List: chart markers, My Body word grid, Two Eyes, A Nose, and A Mouth (book); Head, Shoulders, Knees and Toes and/or Mother Goonie Bird (music or lyrics)
Before the lesson create a word grid (view literacy strategy descriptions) similar to the one below. Modify your word grid to suit the needs and abilities of the class. Draw or use clip art to represent the words in the word grid.

Open the lesson with a discussion of the book Two Eyes, A Nose, and A Mouth. Point out the illustrations/pictures and explain that the illustrations are the pictures but the text or words are read to tell the story. Ask questions to generate interest in the book: 


What do you see on the front of the book?


What do you think this book is about? Why?

Read the title of the story. Ask the class to look at a friend and see that each of us has two eyes, a nose, and a mouth. 


Are all our faces the same? 


How are they the same?


How are they different?

Read the story, pausing along the way for student comments and questions. Point out the things that are the same and different about each face in the book. Encourage students to look for some of the same features on their classmates faces.

After reading the story, ask students if their predictions about the story were correct. Tell students that we all have many of the same body parts. We only have one of some parts, two of other parts, and more than two of yet other parts. Complete a word grid of body parts with students. Ask students to name some parts of our bodies of which we only have one (e.g. head, stomach, neck, back, nose, mouth, chin, forehead, bottom). Lead students to name the body parts of which we have two (arms, legs, feet, hands, ears, eyes, etc.) Finally, ask students to think of which body parts we have more than two (teeth, fingers, toes) 

As students name each body part, list it on the word grid in the appropriate column. After students have named as many body parts as they can, review the word grid. Count how many body parts are in each column. Which column has the most? Which has the least?  Close the group time with a body parts song such as Head, Shoulders, Knees, and Toes or Mother Goonie Bird.

Accommodation: If students seem to be having difficulty naming body parts, provide a model by having a student stand in front of the group and asking leading questions to get them to recognize and name some of the body parts. Teachers may have to name the body part first then lead students to count and identify the body part as being one, two, or more than two. Teachers should be mindful of any students with disabilities such as missing limbs and modify the lesson accordingly.
Activity 3.7: Whole Group: I Am Special: (LCC GLEs: ELA 4, 6, 8, 9, 11, 14c, 16, 21, 22, 26, 27, 28, 29; M 13; SS 2, 4)

Materials List: I Like Myself by Karen Beaumont (book); Special Me (music and lyrics from Dr. Jean and Friends CD); 

Open with the song: Special Me

Special, special, special me


I’m as special as can be.


There is no one quite like me.



I’m as good as I can be.


Special, special, special me.

Encourage students to think of one thing, physical or not, that makes them special. Who is the tallest? Who is the shortest? Who has red hair? Who has glasses? Who has a loose tooth? Who can tie shoelaces? Who can ride a bike? Who can skate? 

Introduce the story, I Like Myself,  a story about a little girl who has lots of things that make her special. Read the story, pausing for student questions and comments. Point out to students that the little girl in the story is proud of herself. How do we know she is proud? What are some of the things she is proud about? What is special about her?  

Close with the song: Special Me 

Accommodation: Some children have difficulty seeing what specific characteristics make them special. You may need to help them by asking guiding questions such as the “Who can…?” and “Who has…?” questions listed above. Sometimes you may need to be very specific (“Who has a new baby sister?”) or very general (“Who loves to swing?”) in order to ensure that every child seizes on something which makes him/her special
Small Group Activites
Activity 3.8: Small Group: Eye Color Graph (LCC GLEs: ELA 18, 21, 22, 26, 27, 28, 29, 31; M 1, 2, 5, 12; SCI 2, 3, 5)

Materials List:  pre-made poster -“What Color Are Your Eyes?”, pre-cut white paper squares (approximately 2” x 2”), tape, crayons (green, gray, blue, brown), hand mirror, Two Eyes, A Nose, and A Mouth (book)
Create a graph on posterboard. The title is “What Color Are Your Eyes?” The number of columns should accommodate the variety of eye colors in your class. Possible eye colors may be: green, gray, blue, brown, hazel. Write the color name and put a picture of an eye of that color at the bottom of each column. 
Remind students of the story read at whole group, Two Eyes, A Nose, and A Mouth. Tell them we are going to look at our eyes and make a graph to see how many students have each color. Pass the hand mirror around the group and help the students name the color of their eyes. Give each student a white paper square. Have each student use the crayons provided to color the paper square to match his/her own eye color. Be sure to label each square with the student’s name or allow those who are able to write his/her own name. Assist each student in determining which column is the correct one for his/her eye then have him/her use tape to fasten the colored paper square in the column. Repeat this for each student in the class. 

At the next group time (after small groups), guide the students to interpret the graph data. Remind students of the question by reading the graph title. Ask, “How many children have blue eyes?” Then as a group count the number of student posted eyes are in that column. Ask, “Which eye color has more?” Which has less?” “What color eyes do most of the children in our class have?” 
Accommodation: If your class is not culturally diverse enough for the eye graphing activity to work, you may choose to graph one of the following:

· Shoe type (laces, Velcro, etc.)

· Sleeves (long, short)

· Top with buttons or without buttons

· Or make up one of your own

Activity 3.9: Small Group: Self Portrait (LCC GLEs: ELA 4, 10, 19, 21, 22, 24, 26)

Materials List: I Like Myself by Karen Beaumont (book); white paper (1 sheet per student); crayons and/or colored pencils; mirror

Remind students of the story and discussion from whole group. Tell them that they are going to tell you what is special about them then draw a picture of themselves on the paper you give them. Write the child’s name on a sheet of white paper or let the child do this if he/she is able. Prompt the child into telling you what he/she thinks is special about himself/herself then write his/her response on the paper. (e.g.  Susie is special because she gives good hugs.) Give the paper to the child and direct him/her to draw a picture of himself/herself. You may need to guide some children by directing them to look at the mirror and draw what they see there. Date each child’s paper and place in his/her portfolio.

Accommodation: With some children it may be necessary to ask some leading questions for a response. Some children may not be able to think of something that makes them special so a little teacher guidance may be needed to help them along. Examples: “Can you ride a bike?” “Do you have a pet?” “Do you know how to sing a song?” 

Activity 3.10: Small Group: What I Like (LCC GLEs: ELA 24; M 11)

Materials List: 9 x 12 construction paper (one per child and one for the class book cover); scissors, glue, old magazines and/or sales papers

Explain that they are going to make a class book and each person is going to have their own page. Each child will cut out pictures of things he/she likes to glue on his/her page. Be sure to label each child’s page with his/her name or have the child do so if he/she is able. 

To construct the class book: Create a cover for the book by writing the title: What We Like  by Ms. ___’s Class on one piece of 9 x 12 construction paper and decorating it with pictures of the students or pictures of things they like. Laminate all the pages, including the book cover page. Bind the pages together. 

Ideas for binding:

· Commercial binding machine (may be available at district media center).

· Punch holes and use metal rings.

· Use clear packing tape to bind each page to the next then use one strip of tape to cover the spine of the book.

Accommodations: Some children may need extra help with using scissors. There are some commercially available training scissors that may be used to help. Note which children seem to be struggling with cutting skills and give them extra opportunities to practice using scissors where they don’t have to cut out anything in particular. Cutting light weight card stock and construction paper is easier than the lighter weight of magazine paper. 

Teacher Made Activities
Activity 3.11:  Draw Your Face ( ELA:  15,19)

Students will look in mirror and then draw a picture of their face.

Activity 3.12:  Body Parts Puzzle (ELA: 24 SCI 19)

Decorate the picture and cut into several pieces to create a puzzle.

Activity 3.13:  Home School Connection (ELA:  24, 26, 29 SCI 15)

Send a letter to parents asking them to send a stuffed bear to school to be used to learn about body parts.

Activity 3.14:  Handprints (ELA:  24, SCI:  19)

Paint student’s hands and place on a sheet of white paper.  Add the poem:

Here are my fingerprints (handprints)

For everyone to see.

No one else has these prints;

They belong to just me.

Activity 3.15:  I Am Special (ELA:  4, 21, 22, 24, 26)

Interview each child asking various questions about themselves and record each child’s answers on a separate sheet to add to a class book.

Activity 3.16:  (ELA:  3a, 3b, 6, 21, 22, 24, 26  SCI:  9  Math:  9)

Read the story—Mary Wore Her Red Dress.  Have each child color a body outline with their favorite color outfit and dictate to the teacher what he/she is wearing.

Activity 3.17:  Birthday Cake Mat (ELA:  10, 21, 22, 24, 26 Math:  9 SCI:  9)

Color the candles and flower and cut out.  Children will sort the pictures by shape/color.

Activity 3.18:  Hand Measuring (ELA:  24)

Trace students hand to measure length.

Activity 3.19:  Our Names (ELA:  3a, 3b, 15, 19, 21, 22, 26, 29, 31)

Show students their name and send it home with questions about how their parents chose their first name.  Students will share their information with their classmates.

Activity 3.20:  All About Me Posters (ELA:  3a, 6, 9, 10, 11, 21, 22, 26, 29)

Send a letter home with a poster asking parents to include three pictures of their child to show how their child has changed.  

Activity 3.21:  Weight and Height (ELA:  21, 22, 24, 26, 31 Math:  9)

Weigh and measure each child and record on a sheet of paper to include in their portfolio.

Activity 3.22:  Timeline (ELA:  5c, 10)

Place cards in sequential order of life.

Activity 3.23: Time Line (ELA 1: 5c,10  M: 3)

Students will order the pictures from birth to school age. Students may also point to the picture that is first and last.
