Note:  The following activities that are marked with an asterisk (*) are essential and  key to the development of student understandings of each assessed GLE not addressed in Harcourt Reading. If substituting for these activities, the substituted activities must cover the same GLEs to the same Bloom’s level.

*Activity 1:  Discussing Rules and Procedures (Teacher-Made) (GLEs: 48, 56)
In conjunction with Social Living/Beginning of the School Year activities, the teacher will model for students how to follow classroom procedures and allow for students to engage in a discussion about these classroom rules and procedures, including students’ questioning of the teacher about the rules and procedures.

Activity 2:  Beginning, Middle, End (ELA CC Unit 1, Activity 11) (GLEs: 14, 49a)

Materials List:  sentence strips, Goldilocks and the Three Bears
Students will listen as the teacher reads a selection aloud, such as Goldilocks and the Three Bears. The students will discuss events from the story as the teacher records the events on sentence strips. Pictures may also be used to help students read the sentences.  The teacher will write headings on the board or chart: Beginning, Middle, and End. The teacher will then lead a discussion on beginning, middle, and end.  The teacher will provide examples from other selections to show how a story does not make sense if the events occur in a different order. The students will place each event on the sentence strips under beginning, middle or end heading, according to where the event took place in the story.  When the strips are in place, the students will retell the story in proper sequence.  Students will work in groups to illustrate story events and place them in story order. 

Activity 3:  Uncover the Word (Teacher-Made) (GLE 3)
Materials List:   Sometimes (Big Book), Books for All Learners, Decodable Readers, The Hat (Student Book)
Using a teacher selected text, cover a key word(s) (e.g., happy, cold) with a Post-It note.  The teacher reads the text to the class and or group. (This can also be done with peer groups)  Using picture and context clues, the students will predict which word is hidden.  Teacher asks, “Does that sound right?”  The teacher then uncovers the initial letter of the hidden word.  “Does that look right?  Do we want to change our prediction?”  The teacher uncovers the entire word and leads a discussion on the strategies that were used to determine the unknown word.
