*Activity 44:  Prehistoric People 

(GLEs 11, 13, 15, 78)

Introduce students to hunter-gatherer societies by discussing with them humans’ basic needs (food, shelter, clothing) and how those needs are met in their own lives.  Ask them how different foods that they eat are produced or obtained (from hunting, fishing, gathering, farming, vegetable gardens, etc.).  Ask them what tools and technology are used to obtain, cook, and preserve those foods.  Then ask them to imagine their life minus the following forms of technological development – electricity, automobiles and other motorized vehicles, running water, metals, and plastics.  In other words, have them imagine what life was like in … the Stone Age!  Remind them that, even today, millions of people in developing countries live without electricity, running water, motorized vehicles, etc.

Tell students that they are going to read about an early human, the Iceman (Ötzi).  Obtain a one to two page reading about the Iceman from a textbook, encyclopedia, or website (http://www.bolzano.net/english/iceman-faq.html#faq7). Have students read about the Iceman and take notes.  (Notes should be taken on who was the iceman, where, when and how was he found, and what his tools shelter and clothing like.)  When students are finished, discuss their notes as a class.  Remind students that the Iceman is very useful to our study of history because of the condition, quantity, and age of the physical remains (artifacts and fossils) that he provides.
Have the students use their textbook to discover what hunter-gather societies were like in the Archaic Period (page 78).

Discuss the terms domestication, cultivation and specialization. 

Have a discussion of the different labor and skills required in hunter-gatherer societies.  Would the entire band go out hunting and gathering together, or would certain members specialize in different tasks?  Discuss inventions and discoveries that gradually made life easier for hunter-gatherers (e.g., inventions—fishhooks, bone needles, arrowheads, scraping tools, spears, pounding stones, fire.)  Discuss the discovery of fire and the labor involved in collecting firewood.  Discuss how fire was used in later times as a source of heat and for cooking food.  Also discuss how fire is still used to today and what our lives might be like without it.

Have students think about technology that they could not live without.  Have them compare prehistoric technology to today’s technology.  For example: the invention of the wheel compared to the invention of the computer.

Possible assessment: Have students create a venn diagram comparing and contrasting hunter-gathers to people of today (themselves) and then write a paragraph on why agricultural societies developed from hunters and gatherers.  They should also expand on how we have evolved into an industrial society.
*Activity 45:  Louisiana’s Native Americans 
(GLEs:  11, 12, 70, 78) LCC ACT 2
Materials List: Process Guide BLM, teacher-created map of Louisiana, Internet

Assessment

Divide students into groups to conduct historical research, using a variety of sources, on Louisiana’s Native Americans during the historical period to 1800. The website http://www.louisiana101.com/hotlinks.html includes links to Internet resources on tribes in Louisiana (e.g., Natchez, Tunica, Houma, Chitimacha, Caddo, Coushatta, Choctaw, Atakapa) and is a good starting place for research.
Have each group consider the following historical questions (add others):

- Where did this people live? 

- How did they get their food?

- How did they interact with the environment?

- What were the main features of their culture?

- What were the effects of cultural diffusion and cultural diversity on this tribe during this 

   time period?

After completing the research, have students complete the following process guide (view literacy strategy descriptions) concerning Louisiana’s Native Americans (See the Process Guide BLM).

Have each group present its findings using appropriate visuals (e.g., maps, pictures or drawings of artifacts, PowerPoint®). Have the groups also comment on the types of sources they used and tell which were most valuable in their research. Teacher should create a state map and allow students to create a symbol (with tribe name) to represent a unique quality of the tribe (e.g., Caddo: rider on horseback, Natchez: flatheads or “Great sun,” Atakapa: warrior). Students could expand on the relationships they perceive would have existed between the tribes considering their geographic proximities and characteristics.  Students will present research projects and be graded according to rubric (**See Teacher-Made Supplemental Resources).  During presentations, students will take notes on each tribe using a graphic organizer.  

*Activity 46: The Rise of Early Civilizations
(GLEs 62, 64, 78)
Teacher should ask students what they think a civilization is and write down their ideas.  The class should volunteer to share their ideas until students understand the term civilization.

Teachers should give a presentation or PowerPoint© on each of the four civilizations: Mesopotamia, Egypt, the Indus Valley, and ancient China.  Teacher should discuss how the Nile, Tigres-Euphrates and Yellow Rivers have helped these societies develop. As the teacher talks, students will fill out a preliminary list of approximate dates to place on a timeline.  Below is an example of how that list might look:

*Activity 52: Past and Present Dialogues 
(GLEs: 64, 76, 77)

Teacher will lead a class discussion on the differences of political, social and economic contexts of the past and present (i.e. – chief vs. elected officials, barter system vs. form of currency, primitive vs. technological/advanced societies).  

Assessment

Ask pairs of students to prepare and role-play a dialogue between a Louisiana Indian or settler of the historic period and a person of today. Some possible pairings include:  (a) an Indian hunter and a game warden of today, (b) an Indian chief and a Louisiana mayor, (c) a working mother today and an Indian mother, (d) a child of today and an Indian child, (e) a leader/explorer of early settlements and a state representative today (governor, senator, etc.). During the course of these dialogues, students compare and contrast specific events and ideas from the past and present explaining, in character, political, social, or economic contexts.  Students will be graded according to rubric (**See Teacher-Made Supplemental Resources).  

Unit 4 Assessment Options
General Guidelines

· Students should be monitored throughout the work on all activities via teacher observation, log/data collection entries, report writing, group discussion, and journal entries.

· All student-developed products and student investigations should be evaluated as the unit progresses, possibly in a portfolio format. Self and group assessment will allow students input into evaluating the final product.

· Use a variety of performance assessments to determine student comprehension.
· Select assessments consistent with the type of products that result from the student activities. 
General Assessments

· Have students imagine that all technology as they know it has ceased to exist and write an essay describing how they would live their life (food, education, clothing, communication).
· Have students compare the hunter-gatherer society of the prehistoric era to the hunter-gatherer society of today.  
· Have students describe how one of the giant empires have affected the development of Louisiana economically, politically, or socially.  
· Have students describe a bartering system they could survive on if we went into an economic depression.  

Activity-Specific Assessments 
· Activity 45: Have students conduct research on Louisiana’s Native Americans during the 1800s and complete a process guide concerning Louisiana’s Native Americans.  Then create a visual to illustrate their findings.  
· Activity 52: Have students create a role-play dialogue between a LA Indian or settler of the historic period and a person of today.
