Louisiana Comprehensive Curriculum
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Activity 4.1:  Writing My Name (ELA, APCC) (GLEs:  03a, 15, 20)
Students will explore a variety of materials as they engage in writing their names during center times. Materials with different textures will be provided such as shaving cream, sand, rice, cornmeal, sandpaper, and pudding. Name cards will be provided for students to see while working with the materials. 

Teacher Note: This activity will follow student dictations and labeling of artwork in which the teacher has modeled letter formation, left-to-right progression, capitalization of the first letter, and linear progression. The teacher will introduce this activity during a group time, modeling top-to-bottom letter formation, left-to-right progression, capitalization, and proper handling of the materials. Students will then freely explore the materials and write their names during center times. This activity will be maintained at points in time throughout the year in order to meet individual students’ developmental needs and levels.

Activity 4.2:  A Sense of Family (ELA, APCC) (GLEs:  03a, 16, 22, 26, 29)

Students will learn about their own and other students’ families through one or more of the following activities: 

· Family photographs displayed in a class book or a bulletin board;

· Opportunities for children to discuss and/or show pictures or items from family activities or trips to visit family members; 

· Opportunities for family members to participate in classroom activities including reading books, sharing talents, or discussing occupations. 

Students will dictate labels for family photographs with the teacher modeling beginning sentences and names with capital letters, forming letters from top to bottom, leaving spaces between words, and observing punctuation. Students will carry on a conversation about a topic of interest from home as they share items from home and from trips. Students will recognize and follow rules for discussions when family members visit the classroom to read, share a talent, or lead a discussion. The teacher will encourage the students to take turns during these discussions and to express thoughts and feelings orally.

*Activity 4.3:  I Belong (ELA, APCC) (GLEs:  03b, 04, 08, 09, 11, 12b, 13, 14b, 21, 22, 26, 29)

Students will become active members of the classroom as they participate in discussions of classroom rules and procedures. Students will brainstorm rules and procedures, reasons for rules and procedures, and solutions to problems. Books with themes such as friendship, belonging, and problem solving will be used to initiate the discussion. Books will be introduced as the teacher points out the covers and titles of the books and asks students to think about and discuss their possible themes. During book readings students will continue to identify the themes of the books while using key words such as sharing, friends, and kindness during the discussion. When necessary, the teacher will ask leading questions to assist the students in identifying book themes. Questions may include the following: 

· Whom do you think the story is about? A family? Friends?

· How do you think these people or animals know one another? 

· Where are they in the story?

· Look at his/her face. How do you think he/she feels? What made him/her feel that way?

· What do you think will happen next?

· Do you think that his/her friend could do something to make him/her feel better?

· What happens when people do not share?

· What happens when people do not use kind words?

· Does this ever happen in the classroom?

· Could he/she have done something to keep this from happening? What if he/she had ….?

· Do you think this would have happened if there had been a special way to…. or if there had been a rule about …?

Following the readings and discussions of these books, students will be asked to use the information they have learned about friendship to create class rules. The teacher will record the students’ dictations regarding classroom rules in list form. Students will identify some letters in relation to their names as the letters are written. The teacher may use photographs or drawings to illustrate the rules. As the year progresses, the teacher will continue to ask for student input regarding new rules and procedures that may be required. This continued discussion may occur during group times when applicable to the entire class, in small groups during center time as problems that require solutions occur or procedures need to be adapted, and individually during center times when students require assistance. 

*Activity 4.4:  A Sense of Me (ELA, APCC) (GLEs:  03a, 03b, 04, 21, 22, 24, 31)

The teacher will set up the classroom environment so that meaningful print and students’ names are displayed throughout the classroom and are displayed during a variety of classroom activities, including the following:

· Students will read their names and meaningful print throughout the day as they place items in cubbies labeled with their names, as they return classroom materials to shelving labeled with names and pictures of the items, and as they identify their own names and those of classmates to determine class jobs on the helper chart. 

· Students will read and interpret the daily schedule as listed on a pocket chart or rebus list in order to determine the next activity during the day. Students may also use picture cards or photographs of the daily activities to sequence and recreate the daily schedule or may read and interpret the daily schedule in a class book with photographs or illustrations.

· Students will read their names and those of friends through word cards displayed during songs. Appropriate songs include a name song to the tune of Bingo, I Wish I Had a Little Red Box, and the name game song. 

· Students will identify names during transition times when the teacher displays the name cards one at a time to have students line up, take turns, follow oral directions, or list a rhyming word. Students’ photographs may be displayed next to their names in order to ensure student success. 

Students will continue to identify their names as they use names written on cards or as they write their own names on cards during a graphing activity. Graphing activities may include graphing hair color, eye color, food preferences, gender identification, and likes and dislikes. Students will participate in class discussions or discussions with peers and/or the teacher as the graphs are created during group times or during center times. The teacher will consider the length of time required to complete the graph and pre-graphing activities during the planning process. For instance, an eye color graph may be incorporated into the science center with students using a mirror to identify eye color. A gender graph may be incorporated into a group discussion of how boys and girls have the same abilities and how boy and girls like many of the same things. Students will express their thoughts orally during the graphing process.

*Activity 4.5:  Helping Others (SS, APCC) (GLE: 4)  

Explain to the students that they will help you create the classroom rules. Guide the students in a discussion and have them make suggestions about what they think would make good rules for the classroom (e.g., sharing, listening to others as they speak, using quiet voices in class, being kind and considerate); write down their ideas. After all the students have had a chance to voice their opinions, compile a list of the rules you have decided to use on a separate sheet of paper. Share these rules with the children; ask them which ones they think are more important. Limit the rules to three or four which are simple and broad.

Take a poster board and write the rules you have decided to use in your classroom.  Start with the rules the students think are most important. Reinforce classroom rules throughout the day and year.

Using the story The Little Red Hen, discuss how it can benefit everyone to work together for the common good. Have the students work together to retell and sequence the story using realistic props (e.g., apron, comb, mirror, pillow).

Using the story The Little Engine That Could, discuss the consequences of helping others and how good it can make you feel when you help others.  
Role-Play: Create situations where the children can respond to each other by helping (e.g., helping someone tie shoes, helping someone clean up a spill, helping someone find an item in the classroom).

Play I spy using a spy glass or teacher made eye glass out of a toilet paper roll. Create scenarios using student’s names and helpful activities (e.g., I spy Jason helping John pick up the blocks.).

*Activity 4.6: Calendar Activities (SS, APCC) (GLE: 7) (M 1, 7)

Have students participate in daily calendar activities. Emphasize questions about yesterday, today, and tomorrow.

Have students participate in simple counting activities that highlight upcoming events. For example, make a paper chain to allow the students to count down how many days are left until a field trip or special event by removing a link from the chain each day. As the event begins to come closer, have the students count how many days are left.

Have students sing songs highlighting the day of the week.

Activity 4.7:  Writing About Me (ELA, APCC)(GLEs:  04, 05a, 05b, 10, 11, 21, 22, 26, 30, 31)

Students will describe and represent their characteristics through the following activities:

· The teacher will read a factual book about the different characteristics of people, asking students questions about the meaning of the title and the illustration on the cover of the book and modeling proper book handling. Students will discuss the photographs or illustrations in the book. The teacher will introduce new vocabulary and will encourage students to use prior knowledge to describe the characters and illustrations during the process. Students may be encouraged to use words such as happy, sad, jolly, surprised, angry, mad, young, old, short, tall, child, adult, grown-up, grandfather, father, dad, mother, mom, brother, sister, baby, brown, blue, blond, dark, light, long, and short. This activity can be incorporated into a group time or during center times. 

· Students will view themselves in a mirror and describe their own characteristics during center times. The teacher will encourage students to use vocabulary from the previous discussion, expanding upon the students’ descriptions in order to model use of the terms. 

· The teacher will initiate a group discussion so that students may discover similarities and differences among group members. A chart may be used to organize information provided by the students. One side of the chart may list how people are the same (i.e., Most people have hair.) and the other side may list how people are different (i.e., Some people have short hair. Some people have brown hair.). The teacher will encourage students to use vocabulary from the previous discussion. The teacher will ensure that the discussion has a positive focus. 

The teacher will assist students as they use technology with a template and appropriate software to create stories about themselves, or the teacher will assist students as they use a computer program to represent personal information. A program such as KidPix© may be used. Students may stamp things that they like or may create self-portraits or drawings.

 *Activity 4.8:  Taking a Trip (SS, APCC) (GLEs: 1, 2, 6, 7)

During large group time, discuss taking a trip with the students. Allow them to share stories from trips that they may have taken. Discuss simple adventures that involve taking a trip to a place that is very close to their house (e.g., the mall, the grocery store, a friend’s house). Ask how they got there, and what they saw along the way. (Encourage the students to include any features that they might have observed, such as bodies of water, roads, vehicles, buildings, vegetation, trees, people, and animals.) Ask students to identify the purpose of the trip. Extend this activity by sending a note to the parents to send in artifacts and photographs from trips for the students to share.

Use a map of the United States or the State of Louisiana and discuss any trips students have taken. Make a list of the places visited. Choose a few places from the list and turn it into a simple graphing activity where the students can choose a place they would like to visit.
Whole Group Activities
Activity 4.9:  Whole Group: Goldilocks and the Three Bears (LCC GLE ELA 1d, 4, 6, 8, 9, 10, 11, 13, 14a, 14b, 24, 27)

Materials List: “Goldilocks and the Three Bears” (book), three bears headbands, yellow yarn (for Goldilocks’ hair)

Read the book to the class and encourage the class to chorally recite the lines, “Who’s been eating/sleeping/sitting/ in my …” Discuss the storyline with the students. Ask, “What was the bear family’s problem and how could it have been solved?  Could this story really happen? Is it real or pretend?” Introduce the concepts of small, medium, and large as related to the three bears.  Discuss families eating and doing activities together.  Elicit responses from the students depicting what types of activities they do with their own family. Review the story line and distribute props with which the students will dramatize the storyline of the text.  When dramatization has been completed, place all props in the reading center for future use.

Accommodations: None needed
Activity 4.10:  Whole Group: Things in a Home (LCC GLEs: ELA 4, 23, 24, 31, SCI 9, SS 2)

Materials List: word grid on chart or poster board, red (NO) and green (YES) response cards

Prior to the lesson, prepare a word grid similar to the one below:
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Discuss with students what kinds of things we might find in the different rooms of our homes. Use a word grid (view literacy strategy descriptions) strategy to help students organize information. Show students the word grid and response cards. Explain that they are going to look at each piece of furniture and decide if it is found in each room or not. Give each student an opportunity to respond by attaching a yes or no response card on the word grid. After the word grid is completed, review the information with the group. 

Accommodations: Assist students having difficulty determining whether an item belongs in a certain room by using guiding questions. Assist students with motor challenges to properly affix the response cards to the grid.
Activity 4.11:  Whole Group: Brainstorm Kinds of Homes (LCC GLEs: ELA 4, 6, 8, 9, 10, 11, 16, 21, 22, 26, 27, 29, SS 2)

Materials List: Houses by Marcia Fries, chart paper, marker

Prior to the lesson, make a circle map graphic organizer similar to the example shown:

Open with fingerplay: 
Two little houses, closed up tight. (closed fists)





Let’s open the windows and let in some light. (open fists)

Read the book, Houses, pausing where appropriate for comments and questions. Ask students to think about their own homes. Ask them to brainstorm (view literacy strategy descriptions) and tell what they know about homes. Record students’ brainstormed responses in a circle map 
graphic organizer (view literacy strategy descriptions) with the word Homes written in the inner circle. Keep the chart for referencing back and adding newly learned information as the unit progresses.

Close by telling students they are going to spend the next few days learning about the many different kinds of homes in which people live. Repeat the fingerplay from the opening.

Accommodations: Ask guiding questions and use verbal prompts to assist students having trouble contributing to the brainstorming activity.

Activity 4.12:  Whole Group: My Home (LCC GLEs: ELA 4, 5a, 6, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12b, 12c, 13, 21, 26, 29, SS 2)

Materials List: This is the Place for Me, pictures of different kinds of homes from around the world

Open with fingerplay:
            Where I Live




Some people live in big houses. (stretch arms out wide)





But some people’s houses are small. (bring arms in close together)





People live in mobile homes. (move arms around in wheel motions)





Or in apartments so tall. (stretch up on tip toes while reaching arms

Using a modified DRTA strategy (view literacy strategy descriptions), introduce the story by asking students what they think the story will be about. Encourage students to use front cover illustrations and the title of the story to help them predict the story plot. Read the story aloud, pausing where appropriate for questions and comments. Use guiding questions and comments to lead students to recognize story cues that can help them to better comprehend the story and its outcome. Following the story, ask students if the story was what they were expecting and if they were surprised about where the bear ended up living. 

Close by asking students to tell what kind of home they live in.

Accommodations: None needed
Activity 4.13:  Whole Group: Story Chain The Three Little Pigs (LCC GLEs: ELA 6, 7, 12a, 21, 22, 24, 25, 27, M 13)

Materials List: The Three Little Pigs, flannel board pieces for the story (commercially made or download from www.preschoolprintables.com/felt/3pigs/feltping.shtml), The Three Pigs Blues song from by Greg and Steve

Open with song, The Three Pigs Blues.
Tell/read the story while using the flannel board pieces to illustrate. Encourage students to join in the story. After telling the story, divide the class into 4 groups so that they can participate in a modified story chain activity (view literacy strategy descriptions). As the story is retold by the students, have each group act out the parts of each of the three pigs and the wolf. If time and interest permits, rotate the groups so that every child has an opportunity to play each part in the story. Stress the importance of telling the story in the correct sequence and repeating the correct lines in the story with good oral expression. Leave the flannel board pieces and flannel board out for students to use for retelling the story during centers.

Accommodations: Provide oral prompts to students having difficulty recalling the correct lines to say and to those having difficulty recalling the correct sequence of the story.

Small Group Activities

Activity 4.14:  Small Group:  Family Prints   (LCC GLE ELA 22, 24; M 1, 5)

Materials List:  paper; markers

Discuss the variety of families (e.g., numbers and types of people).  Have each student count the number of people that are in their family.  On a piece of paper, have the students draw the number of people in their family.  Discuss the number of family members that are in each student’s family and draw attention to the different numbers represented.  Each student’s portrait of their respective families will be collated into a class family album to be placed in the book center.   

Activity 4.15:  Small Group: Mom and Dad Word Grid   (LCC GLE ELA 9, 10, 11, 24)

Discuss the variety of things that mommies and daddies do with their children.  Encourage the children to identify and describe activities they do with their mom and/or dad, or other family members.  Show the word grid  (view literacy strategy descriptions). Have each student come to the grid and place a tally mark in the appropriate box for their family situation. For example, a student who eats only with mom at home would put a tally mark in the box under Mom and in the Eat row. Or a student who eats with mom and dad would put a tally mark under Mom and Dad and in the Eat row. Before the end of the day, review with the class the number of tally marks for each column and row of the Word Grid. Record the number of tally marks for each square of the word grid.
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Prior to the lesson, the teacher should construct a word grid similar to the one above using photos or clip art to represent the activities that parents do with their children.

Accommodations:  Assist students who have difficulty identifying activities they do with each of their parents.

Activity 4.16:  Small Group:  The Napping House  (LCC GLE ELA  6, 8, 9, 10, 13, 14a, 14b, 14c, 15, 19, 23; M 10)

Materials List:  The Napping House (book); Who is Napping in My Bed BLM of (one per each student; each with the fill-in-the-blank sentence identified below), poster board, markers, crayons

Read the book to the students, pausing where appropriate for comments and questions.  Discuss the story and list the characters on the poster board.  Ask students if this story could be real or if it’s pretend. Ask students what woke the grandmother up. Discuss the positional concept of on as it relates to the characters in the story.  Distribute the Who is Napping in My Bed BLM to each student.   Have each student create a learning log (view literacy strategy descriptions) by drawing a figure of someone “napping on the bed” in my house.  Once the students have completed their drawings, have them complete the following sentence on the top of the paper with the name of a family member: “_____________________ is napping in my house.” Collate these drawings into a class book to be placed in the book center.

Accommodations:  Assist students who have difficulty drawing or identifying a family member’s name.

Activity 4.17:  Small Group :  The Doorbell Rang   (LCC GLE ELA 8, 9, 10, 11, 13, 14b, 14c, 22, 24, 29; M 5, 10; SCI   2, 3, 14, 17, 21; SS 4)

Materials List:  The Doorbell Rang (book); dry and wet ingredients for chocolate chip cookies, cookie sheet, spoon, mixing bowl, stove; audio tape of a doorbell ringing or a bell that rings

Read the book to the students.  Discuss the story and the concept of sharing cookies with family and friends. Ask why the children were so concerned when the doorbell rang the last time.  Inform the students that “Today, we have a special project to make chocolate chip cookies just like they did in the book.” Show the bag of cookie mix to the students, drawing attention to the smell of the ingredients and the cookie mix is dry is nature. Continue with the discussion of how to make cookies by showing them the wet ingredients (e.g., water, oil, eggs).  Then combine the wet and dry ingredients in the mixing bowl discussing what happens when the wet ingredients are combined with the dry ingredients.  Drop and count the cookies onto the cookie sheet and bake the cookies in the oven.  While the cookies are baking, inform the students that a special guest will come in a little while with a sweet treat for each of them. Arrange for your assistant to “Ring the doorbell” prior to bringing the cookies back into the room.   When the doorbell rings, stop whatever activity the students are doing so that everyone is able to enjoy the special project.

Accommodations:  None needed

Activity 4.18:  Small Group: Family Booklet (LCC GLEs: ELA 6, 9, 10, 15, 17, 19, 20, 22, 24)

Materials List:  pre-made handouts for students to do a Family Booklet, stickers

On Monday, explain to the students that they have a take-home assignment that must be completed at home and brought back to school on Thursday.  This assignment is called “The Family Booklet.” The booklet will have five pages and a cover with each page depicting activities that families do together.  The teacher will want to create a template for each page prior to the lesson for the students to use. The cover will be a page which says student’s name Family Is Special.” Page one will state,“We Eat Together.”  Page Two will state, “We Work Together.”  Page Three will state, “We Play Together.” Page Four will state, “We Laugh Together”; Page Five will state, “We Are a Family” with the same depictions OR a family picture.  On Wednesday, send a note home with the students reminding them and their parents to return the completed project on Thursday.  On Thursday, send another note home with any student who has not submitted the assignment to do so.  On Friday, distribute the students’ booklets to them so that they can decorate their cover page with stickers provided to them by the teacher.  When all booklets have been completed, call on each student to bring his/her booklet to the front of the group so that it can be read. Conclude the activity by reading the text Loving.

Accommodations:  Assist students who have not met the deadlines by completing their booklet in class with them on Thursday.  Anticipate this by having a number of booklets ready to be completed during the course of Thursday with the teacher or assistant.

Activity 4.19: Small Group: Shape Houses (LCC GLEs: ELA 21, 22, 23, 24, M 8, 10, 11, SS 1, 2)

Materials List: black construction paper (one per child), pre-cut brightly colored construction paper shapes (triangles, squares, rectangles, circles, etc.), glue, pictures of different types of homes

Display the pictures of homes and discuss with the students the shapes they see in the pictures. Give each student a piece of black construction paper. Put the collection of brightly colored pre-cut shapes in the middle of the table and encourage students to select the shapes they would like to use to make a house on the black paper. Have students manipulate the shapes on the black paper into the design they would like for their house. Once students have decided on their shape house design, have them glue the shapes into place on the black paper. 

Accommodations: Assist students having trouble identifying shapes by prompting them or getting another student to share the shape names with them. Assist students with motor challenges to move the shapes and use the glue to create their picture.

Activity 4.20: Small Group: Draw Your Home (LCC GLEs: ELA 4, 15, 19, 21, 22, 24, 26, SS 1, 2)

Materials List: This is the Place for Me, white copy paper (one per child); markers, colored pencils, and/or crayons

Recall the story This is the Place for Me read during whole group activity. Tell students to think about their own homes and what their homes look like. Give each student a piece of paper to create a learning log (view literacy strategy descriptions) drawing of their own homes. Encourage students to visualize the colors, shapes and objects on and around their homes and to draw those on the learning log page. After students are finished with their drawings, ask them to tell you why their home is the best place for them or what they like about their homes. Write student-dictated responses on their learning log pages. 

Accommodations: Assist students having trouble telling about their homes through guided questioning. Provide a variety of writing/drawing tools to accommodate a range of fine motor skills and to stimulate interest in completing the learning log page.

Activity 4.21: Small Group: What Kind of House Would You Build? (LCC GLEs: ELA 4, 6, 11, 13, 15, 21, 24, 31, M 2, 5, 12)

Materials List: graph, house shapes, tape

Prior to the lesson, create a graph similar to the illustration below:

Recall the story of The Three Little Pigs read at earlier at group time. Discuss the sequence of the story and what happened to each kind of house in the story. Have each student write his/her name on a paper die cut house. Ask students to think about what kind of house they would build and put their house shape on the graph above the kind of house they would build. At the next whole group gathering, review the graph with the class before posting the graph where students can look back at it.

Accommodations: Assist students having trouble recalling the story by having the book or flannel board characters handy and reviewing the story. Assist students having trouble writing their names.

Send a letter and a sheet of tagboard for each family to make a family collage.  Use the collages to make a family quilt.
