Note:  The following activities that are marked with an asterisk (*) are essential and  key to the development of student understandings of each assessed GLE not addressed in Harcourt Reading.  If substituting for these activities, the substituted activities must cover the same GLEs to the same Bloom’s level.

*Activity 4:  Giving or Explaining Directions (Teacher-Made) (GLE 47)
This activity can be done in partnerships or in centers.  The teacher will give simple oral directions to the class for completing a basic art project (see page 28E in Harcourt teacher manual) or other simple assignment.  Before beginning the assignment, each student has to restate the oral directions to his/her partner.  As an extension, or at another time, students will explain to their partner simple directions for making a favorite snack or give directions for tying a shoelace, etc…

Harcourt Cross-curricular Center Activity: See page 28E-Art Center.  Students create paper bag animal puppets.  They explain to their center the process involved in creating their puppet.  As a differentiated extension, students may write simple directions.  Students could record their directions on a teacher made chart or in a journal.

Activity-Specific Assessment

The teacher will use a checklist to assess students’ performance in giving or explaining directions for simple processes to a classmate. 
Activity 5:  Beginning, Middle, End (ELA CC Unit 1, Activity 11) (GLEs: 14, 49a)

Materials List:  sentence strips, Goldilocks and the Three Bears
Students will listen as the teacher reads a selection aloud, such as Goldilocks and the Three Bears. The students will discuss events from the story as the teacher records the events on sentence strips. Pictures may also be used to help students read the sentences.  The teacher will write headings on the board or chart: Beginning, Middle, and End. The teacher will then lead a discussion on beginning, middle, and end.  The teacher will provide examples from other selections to show how a story does not make sense if the events occur in a different order. The students will place each event on the sentence strips under beginning, middle or end heading, according to where the event took place in the story.  When the strips are in place, the students will retell the story in proper sequence.  Students will work in groups to illustrate story events and place them in story order.
