Note:  The following activities marked with an asterisk (*) are essential activities that are key  to the development of student understandings of each assessed GLE not addressed in Harcourt Reading.  If substituting for these activities, the substituted activities must cover the same GLE’s to the same Bloom’s level.

*Activity 10: Classroom Responsibilities (Teacher-Made) (GLE 41) 

Participate in designated roles within classroom activities, such as line leader, teacher helper, and calendar helper.

*Activity 11: Follow Directions (Teacher-Made) (GLE 35)

The student will follow one- and two-step verbal and nonverbal directions without interrupting.

*Activity 12:  Guided Writing (Classroom Schedule)  (Teacher-Made) (GLEs 19, 21, 22, 25, 27, 28, 45)

Teacher will assist students in creating a classroom schedule by using picture cards to represent daily activities. Teacher will have students interpret classroom schedule by asking various question related to the classroom schedule.  
Activity 13: Expressing Ideas (ELA CC Unit 4, Activity List 6) (GLE 19) 

As a shared writing activity, students will participate in writing a class book based upon a theme. With the teacher’s assistance, students will brainstorm as a whole group or in small groups to create a theme in which they are interested. During this brainstorming session, students will express their ideas in complete sentences that reflect an understanding of the topic of the conversation. Students will draw and/or dictate a story to the teacher that they have written to express their ideas about a topic presented by the teacher.

Activity 14: Student Research (CC Unit 7 Activity 5 Bullet 4) (GLEs 21, 22)  

Students will record information they learn through artistic representations (e.g., drawings, paintings, sculptures) and dictation or inventive spelling. Students may use the following sources: the sound/word wall, the teacher, Sample Writing Rubric BLM from Unit 2, and peers during the writing process. Students may also use items from the classroom to represent information they learn about the culture (e.g., a horse from the block center to show that horses are important to the culture).

Activity 15: All About Me Class Book (Teacher-Made) (GLEs 19, 21, 22)

Students will create illustrations, using prior knowledge, to provide information for their “All About Me” books. Students will then dictate, will use the help of teachers and peers, and/or will use inventive spelling to label the photographs.

Activity 16: Phonemic Awareness (RE CC Unit 2) (GLE 1d)

Goal: Identifies initial consonant sounds (focus: Mm, Ss, Rr, Tt)
Phonemic awareness activities do not entail print; children learn to manipulate the sounds in oral language.  

Sample Activities

1. Whole-Group. Initial Sound Identification in a Big Book:  The teacher introduces a big book and provides repeated readings until children have memorized the selection. The teacher then asks children for thumbs up when they say words that start with the  __ sound.

2. Whole-Group. Picture sort with B/M/R/S: The teacher models sorting pictures in a pocket chart that begin with the initial sounds /b/, /m/, /r/, and /s/. The teacher provides students with pictures that begin with those sounds and has students work in pairs to sort the pictures into the correct categories. The teacher can circulate around the pairs and document student progress.

3. Whole-Group. Slinky Sound Stretch: The teacher uses a slinky to show that he/she can find the first sound by stretching it out.  The teacher first model using the slinky with several words.  Then students find the first sound with their own slinky after the teacher provides them with a word. The teacher may say, “I would like you to find the first sound in the word pet. Stretch your slinky out to find the first sound in pet. That’s right! The first sound we hear when we stretch out our slinky is /p/.”

4.   Small-Group. The teacher provides children with a set of picture cards linked to their phonics instruction. Children can sort pictures into piles by initial consonant sound.

5.   Small-Group. The teacher provides small figures or toys that represent familiar objects.  The teacher first models sorting each of the designated toys and their initial sounds into each of the buckets.  Each child then is given his/her own set of toys and sorts them into the correct sound bucket.

6. Independent. Children practice picture or object sorts that have been previously introduced in whole- and small-group instruction while they work in the writing or word study center.

a. Teacher says three words, and students will say the two words that begin with the same sound.

b. Teacher shows pictures to students, and students will select two pictures that begin with the same sound. 

c. Teacher articulates three phonemes, two of which are the same, and students name the phoneme that is said twice. 

Note:  These activities are to be repeated using different sets of pictures each time the activity is taught.   

Activity 17: Identification with Chips  (GLE 1d) 

Students have a paper with two boxes drawn on it side by side.  Teacher articulates two phonemes.  Students put two chips of different colors in the boxes if the phonemes are different and two chips of the same color if they are the same.  Students touch each chip, from left to right, and repeat the phonemes.
