Note:  The essential activities are denoted by an asterisk and are key to the development of student understandings of each concept.  Any activities that are substituted for essential activities must cover the same GLEs to the same Bloom’s level.


Activity 3.1:  Life Experiences (ELA, APCC) (GLEs:  06, 08, 09, 10, 11, 12b, 12c, 13, 14b, 19, 21, 22, 26, 29)

Students will listen to a book based on feelings expressed by young students. Examples of such books include Leo the Late Bloomer, Now I’m Big, and There’s a Nightmare in My Closet. Students will relate information from the book to real life experiences during a discussion. This discussion may take place during a group time or as the teacher reads the book to students during center times. The teacher will ask leading questions such as the following:

· Have you ever felt like this person/animal? 

· How do you think this person/animal feels? 

· What do you think this person/animal will do? What would you do? 

· Did the person/animal do as you expected? 

· Have you ever felt this way? 

· Have you ever done what the person/animal has done? 

· How do you know when you feel angry? 

· How do you know when you feel sad? 

Based upon the book that was read, students will respond through drawing, dictating, and/or writing about a life experience and corresponding feelings. For instance, the student might draw about a time when he/she became angry or a group of students who listened to the story may work together on a mural, drawing things that have made them feel angry in the past.

Activity 3.2:  A Sense of Community (ELA, APCC) (GLEs:  21, 27, 29)

Students will be encouraged to use words, phrases, and sentences to express their feelings, needs, and wants through the following:

· The teacher will monitor center play and will assist students with finding the proper words to communicate so that students will cooperate, negotiate, take turns, and empathize with others. The teacher will ask questions such as the following: How did that make you feel? Did you ask if you could use it when he/she has finished? How do you think that made your friend feel? Did that solve the problem or could you use your words? If you want to use that toy, what could you ask your friend? Could you keep one and let your friend have the other? How can you make your friend feel better? As students discuss their feelings, problems, and solutions to problems, students will participate in a conversation, thus taking turns.

· The teacher may provide activities in addition to center times that require students to share materials. These may include making group collages or murals, asking a pair of children to share a bottle of glue during a project, and creating group structures with blocks. 

The students will role play possible solutions to problems during group times and center times with teacher assistance.

*Activity 3.3:  Feelings (ELA, APCC) (GLEs:  03b, 18, 21, 22, 26, 29) 

Students will discuss feelings during the following activities:

· Student will look at pictures of human faces during a group activity. As students look at pictures of people expressing a variety of emotions, they will identify facial or bodily characteristics that accompany each emotion, and they will label each emotion. The teacher will ask students questions during this discussion such as the following: How do you know that he/she is mad? Does anyone know another word for mad? What is he/she doing with his/her mouth? What is he/she doing with his/her hands? The teacher will record students’ dictations while creating labels for the pictures. Students will relate beginning letters of labels to those of students’ names. 

· The pictures and labels from the previous activity will be displayed on a bulletin board, in a book, or in a pocket chart. During group times or center times, students will read the labels by matching the picture with the text. The teacher may use this activity prior to or during the reading of a book so that students may use this knowledge to understand and/or predict the text.

· Students will role play feelings in order to construct an understanding of feelings, their corresponding facial expressions, and their causes and effects. Students will role play either with mirrors or during a game in which students mimic the expression the leader is displaying. 

Students will engage in role play as the teacher records the students as they express different feelings. The students will then identify the emotions expressed as they listen to the tape or CD.

*Activity 3.4:  I Belong (ELA, APCC)(GLEs:  03b, 04, 08, 09, 11, 12b, 13, 14b, 21, 22, 26, 29)

Students will become active members of the classroom as they participate in discussions of classroom rules and procedures. Students will brainstorm rules and procedures, reasons for rules and procedures, and solutions to problems. Books with themes such as friendship, belonging, and problem solving will be used to initiate the discussion. Books will be introduced as the teacher points out the covers and titles of the books and asks students to think about and discuss their possible themes. During book readings students will continue to identify the themes of the books while using key words such as sharing, friends, and kindness during the discussion. When necessary, the teacher will ask leading questions to assist the students in identifying book themes. Questions may include the following: 

· Whom do you think the story is about? A family? Friends?

· How do you think these people or animals know one another? 

· Where are they in the story?

· Look at his/her face. How do you think he/she feels? What made him/her feel that way?

· What do you think will happen next?

· Do you think that his/her friend could do something to make him/her feel better?

· What happens when people do not share?

· What happens when people do not use kind words?

· Does this ever happen in the classroom?

· Could he/she have done something to keep this from happening? What if he/she had ….?

· Do you think this would have happened if there had been a special way to…. or if there had been a rule about …?

Following the readings and discussions of these books, students will be asked to use the information they have learned about friendship to create class rules. The teacher will record the students’ dictations regarding classroom rules in list form. Students will identify some letters in relation to their names as the letters are written. The teacher may use photographs or drawings to illustrate the rules. As the year progresses, the teacher will continue to ask for student input regarding new rules and procedures that may be required. This continued discussion may occur during group times when applicable to the entire class, in small groups during center time as problems that require solutions occur or procedures need to be adapted, and individually during center times when students require assistance.

*Activity 3.5:  Helping Others (SS, APCC) (GLE: 4)  

Explain to the students that they will help you create the classroom rules. Guide the students in a discussion and have them make suggestions about what they think would make good rules for the classroom (e.g., sharing, listening to others as they speak, using quiet voices in class, being kind and considerate); write down their ideas. After all the students have had a chance to voice their opinions, compile a list of the rules you have decided to use on a separate sheet of paper. Share these rules with the children; ask them which ones they think are more important. Limit the rules to three or four which are simple and broad.

Take a poster board and write the rules you have decided to use in your classroom.  Start with the rules the students think are most important. Reinforce classroom rules throughout the day and year.

Using the story The Little Red Hen, discuss how it can benefit everyone to work together for the common good. Have the students work together to retell and sequence the story using realistic props (e.g., apron, comb, mirror, pillow).

Using the story The Little Engine That Could, discuss the consequences of helping others and how good it can make you feel when you help others.  
Role-Play: Create situations where the children can respond to each other by helping (e.g., helping someone tie shoes, helping someone clean up a spill, helping someone find an item in the classroom).

Play I spy using a spy glass or teacher made eye glass out of a toilet paper roll. Create scenarios using student’s names and helpful activities (e.g., I spy Jason helping John pick up the blocks.).

*Activity 3.6:  Role Play (ELA, APCC) (GLEs:  07, 12a, 25, 27) 

Students will engage in cooperative role play during group activities through songs, oral stories, and books. These might include Who Stole the Cookie from the Cookie Jar?, My Mother is a Baker, Five Green and Speckled Frogs, and fairy tales. Teachers will provide assistance with retelling as needed. Students will continue to retell these stories in the dramatic play and/or reading centers with props provided by the teacher and/or props made by the students. Props may include masks, hats, wigs, flannel board pieces, and picture cards. The teacher will monitor student play and will answer students’ questions or requests for assistance during the retellings. The teacher will allow for student creativity and expression.

Whole Group Activities

Activity 3.7:  Whole Group: My Feelings: (LCC GLEs – ELA 4, 5a, 5c, 6, 8, 9, 11, 12b, 14b, 14c, 21, 22, 26, 27, 28, 29; SCI 5)

Materials List: Sometimes I’m Bombaloo by Rachel Vail (book), word grid chart on chart paper, markers

Open by showing the cover of the book, Sometimes I’m Bombaloo. Ask students what they think the book is about. Discuss the feelings they think the little girl is experiencing based on the illustrations. Ask students to show their angry face; sad face; happy face; listening face. Read the story, pausing for brief discussions where appropriate. Ask why the little girl was angry in the story.
Create a word grid (view literacy strategy descriptions) by listing emotions across the top and situations down the side. Use clip art or drawings to represent the feelings and situations on the word grid.

Read each situation in the left hand column of the word grid aloud to the students. Ask them to imagine how they would feel. Would they feel happy, sad, angry or scared in that situation? Put an X in the cell under the emotional response the students agree on. Continue this way until all the situations are done and the word grid is complete. It is okay to have more than one response to a given situation. 

Closure: Review the word grid and guide students to the realization that we have many different feelings depending on the situations we are in. Talk about how our behavior affects the feelings of those around us and that we all have feelings. 

Small Group Activities

Activity 3.8: Small Group: Friendship Book (LCC GLEs: ELA 15, 16, 17, 19, 24, 29)

Materials List:  teacher made learning log page, crayons, and markers

Discuss the qualities of friendship during small group.  Ask the students to identify a new friend that they have made at school.  The teacher will tell the students that, “We’re going to make a class book on friendship.”  The teacher will give each student a piece of paper to create a learning log (view literacy strategy descriptions). A learning log is a literacy in which the students write or draw about a teacher prompt. The learning log page states “(another student’s name) is my friend because (state the reason for the friendship).”   When the students have completed their drawings, they will state their friend’s name and why he/she is considered to be their friend.  The teacher will record the students’ responses on the learning log page. Compile the pages into a class book to be placed in the book center.

Accommodations:  Assist students who do not know the name of their friend or who do not know a reason for wanting them to be their friend.

Activity 3.9:  Small Group: Friendship Chart (LCC GLEs: ELA 4, 5, 8, 9, 18, 22, 26)
Materials List:  poster board and markers, Bright Eyes, Brown Skin (book)
The teacher will read and discuss the text, Bright Eyes, Brown Skin, with the students.  The teacher will tell the students that, “We are going to make a chart about friendship.”  The teacher will then create the chart by placing the word “friends” in the middle of a poster board. The students will then be asked to provide examples of what friends do for each other (e.g., share, care, play, listen, and help). These examples will be written around the word ‘friends’ on the poster board.  When all students have had the opportunity to contribute, the teacher will summarize and discuss the chart with the class. Post the chart where students can see and refer to it later.

Accommodations:  Assist students who have difficulty identifying appropriate examples.

Activity 3.10:  Mean Soup (ELA:  21, 22, 24, 26, 29)

Children will think of a way to get rid of angry feelings and draw a picture illustrating how they can get rid of angry feelings.  

Activity 3.11:  Feelings Song (ELA:  4, 6, 7, 21, 22, 24, 26, 29, 27, 31 SCI:  9 Math:  9 SS:  4)

Cut out or draw pictures of feeling faces.  While singing the following song, show the faces that match the feeling:

Feelings (sung to:  Twinkle, Twinkle Little Star)

I have feelings, you do too

Let’s all sing about a few.

I am happy, I am sad,

I get scared, I get mad.

I am proud of being me.

That’s a feeling too, you do too.

We just sang about a few.

**Ask the children other feelings they may have.

Activity 3.12:  Friends (ELA:  4, 6, 10, 11, 15, 19, 21, 22, 24, 26  SS:  4)
