*Activity 22: Comparing and Contrasting (RE CC Unit 5)

Graphic organizers are diagrams and charts that depict relationships among concepts. Organizers such as Venn diagrams and two-column charts are especially useful for helping students analyze the similarities and differences between texts.

Sample Activities
1.
Whole-Group. The teacher introduces the children to the organizer by using a commonplace example. To explain how a two-circle Venn diagram works, a sorting activity involving colors might be used (those found on clothing and those found in the room). A new Venn is then used to target two texts the students have recently read. Characteristics are suggested by the teacher (e.g., animals as characters), and the children decide where to write them in the diagram.

2.
Small-Group. The children work in pairs with a blank Venn and a list of characteristics that pertain to one or both of two recent texts. The partners then share their products with the small group and talk through differences of opinion.

3.
Independent.  Each student creates a Venn to compare and contrast two recently read texts. This time, no list of characteristics is provided. Rather, the student must generate characteristics and classify them properly.
*Activity 23:  Modeled Writing (RE CC Unit 2) 

Composition Goal: Compose and share a friendly letter 

Focus: Commas in the heading, greeting and closing of a letter
Teacher Note:  Friendly letter will be revisited and documented in story 17: How I Spent My Summer Vacation.  You may want to periodically review friendly letter parts and writing through your writing center.

Student compositions begin with structured formats and familiar content.

Sample Activities


· Whole-Group. The teacher displays a graphic organizer of story elements and directs children to use it to plan and compose a story. They plan their writing with the support of the story map.  They draft their story.  Then they meet with the teacher for direction before they revise.  Finally, they employ an editing checklist.

· Independent.  The teacher provides individual copies of the story map to each student and supports them as they plan and compose a story.  The teacher reminds them to include all of the story elements and to review their draft. Then they meet with the teacher for direction before they revise.  Finally, they employ an editing checklist

· Whole-Group.  The teacher displays a laminated graphic organizer with the parts of a friendly letter.  The teacher uses shared writing to demonstrate the composition of a friendly letter to thank a parent who has volunteered to help the class with a project.


· Independent.  The teacher provides individual copies of the letter organizer to each student and supports them as they plan and compose a thank-you letter to a family member.  The teacher reminds them to include the date, the salutation, a body paragraph, and a closing.

Activity 24:  Compare and Contrast (ELA CC Unit 1) (GLEs:  10, 14, 17a, 17c, 40a, 40b, 45a)

Materials List: Two versions of the same story, paper or chart paper, markers/pens/pencils

The student will read two versions of the same story. Many fairy tales and folktales come in different versions (e.g., The Three Bears and Somebody and the Three Blairs; The Three Little Pigs and The True Story of the Three Little Pigs). The students can read with a partner, in a small group or listen to a read-aloud by the teacher. The students will retell the stories to a partner or in a small group using professor know-it-all (view literacy strategy descriptions). They are the “experts” on their stories and can answer any questions the other students may have about them. They can dress up and enjoy the roll of “the Professor.”  Then the student alone or with a collaborative group will complete a Venn diagram to compare and contrast the two versions. The students will compare story elements, main ideas, and details.

Activity 25:  Conventions (ELA CC Unit 3) (GLE 27, 30a, 30b)

Materials List: samples of student writing or samples of literature with errors – some made into transparencies and some copied for student use, highlighter or some way to mark the errors found in the writings, notebooks or paper for students to use, overhead projector, pencils/pens, chalkboard/chalk, dry erase board/dry erase markers
The teacher uses examples from selected student writing or from literature to highlight to correct errors in writing conventions. When students write, the teacher models how to indent paragraphs correctly. Students examine examples of standard English usage and structure, including subject-verb agreement, parts of speech, and simple and compound sentences. The focus is on one convention at a time until students demonstrate their ability to recognize correct usage and can produce examples in a guided writing activity. The students will edit a short paragraph with a specific problem that is the focus of the lesson (e.g., capitalization, punctuation, and correct word use). As a class the students will make corrections to a paragraph written on the board, using editing marks with teacher guidance. The students will be given another similar paragraph with the same focus on convention to edit with a partner. For example, if the focus of the lesson is capitalization, the paragraph will be written and presented to the class with several capitalization errors, and the students will correct capitalization errors and discuss why each correction was made. The paragraphs will be written to focus on conventions of print and writing (e.g., indentation, capitalization, present and past verb tenses, correct pronoun-antecedent agreement, transitional words, and conjunctions in sentences). The teacher uses word processing to color mark text, using different colors to show explicitly when to use present and past verb tenses, to have correct pronoun-antecedent agreement, and to include transitional words and conjunctions in sentences. In this activity, students also practice using prepositions, objects of prepositions, and possessive nouns correctly. The teacher will conduct mini-lessons on English language conventions throughout the year. Students will continue to edit writings for proper conventions, as appropriate.

Activity 26:  Focus Lessons on Conventions (ELA CC Unit 7) (GLE 30e, g, 34)

Materials List: student writings turned into transparencies, overhead projector, overhead markers, writing learning logs, board or chart paper, markers

Students participate in a whole-group setting as the teacher presents mini-lessons and models, coaches, and applies grade-appropriate conventions, including using spelling rules and multiple spelling strategies. The teacher uses the students own writings by making transparencies to highlight positive things and also to clear up misunderstandings. The students practice grade-level appropriate conventions for their writing to prepare for writing in Activity 9. These should include using proper indentation and using standard English structure and usage for nouns, proper nouns, prepositions, possessive nouns, and adverbs related to time.
