I. Our Vision

A. Mission

The “One Step Ahead”, Summer Pilot Christian Reading & Writing Academy, hereafter referred to as the “One  Step Ahead” Summer  Christian Learning Academy,

will provide summer reading enrichment and writing skills for boys and girls in the Hammond community and will dedicate itself to ensure that all students show growth in character, reading, writing, the arts, and Christian values through the use of reading materials tailored to meet the needs of students ages 9-12. While our short range goal is to enroll students in a summer reading and writing program that enriches skills  they have already acquired, our long range goal is to see that every student enrolled reads on grade level, and that they learn the word of God.

B. Need

Communities are a reflection of the society in which they exist. As we enter a new century “the information age”  and age of technology, students need to be prepared with new skills and the ability to adapt to new technologies and global society. Church communities and families are creating avenues that stem from long time family values to educate and produce students that will be prepared for tomorrow. Patterned after the one room schoolhouse model that has produced quality education in times past, the design of the “One Step Ahead” Summer Christian Learning Academy will bring together multiple age groups and apply reading and writing skills that are effective in the world today.  Students age 9-12

Educators who are members of Greater Mt. Vernon and Greater Mt. Pleasant Churches will be called upon to volunteer their services for a six week term. June 7- July 20, 2010.

C School Characteristics

The “One Step Ahead” Summer Christian Learning Academy will be  held from 9:00- 2:00 PM   Monday- Thursday each week. Students and parents will be expected  to attend study hour as part of the program which will end with a certificate presentation to each student on Tuesday, July 20, 2010.( after study hour)

15 students of each age level ( 9-12) will be recruited to attend the program. Parents and student must attend a school orientation, and complete proper registration forms and information. Parents are responsible for transportation to and from the program, and are to be available  upon student dismissal. Students are dismissed daily at 1:45. Students who live within walking distance will be permitted to walk home.
Students will receive a daily snack. NO BREAKFAST WILL BE SERVED. Parents are asked to feed students before they arrive. ( hence we are beginning our day at 9:00 am) 

Discipline problems will not be tolerated, students who exhibit consistent discipline problems will be terminated from the program to allow another student to take his or her place. Students will remain in each session for 45 minutes. See schedule attachment.

Our day will begin with the” One Step Ahead” school pledge:

“ In Thee O’ Lord Do I Put My Trust”  here at “One Step Ahead” Christian Learning Academy “My Life Is Changing Through The Word” I will do my best to treat others as I would like to be treated.

Followed  by a daily scripture, and school song “ This little light of mine”.

The day will be organized instructionally with students rotating from classes.

Students will begin their day with journal writing, silent reading and sharing.

Students will be given 25 minutes outdoors if weather permits and under adult supervision will play ball, jump rope, draw, paint, or write poetry. 

Guest speakers will be invited to share activities with the students.

D. Assessment

The first year will be our pilot year  meaning that we will see how the program succeeds in the area of student attendance, student focus, parent accessibility,  community awareness and study hour growth.

Descriptions:

Room 1-  Oral Reading/ Silent Reading/

Students will be assigned books and or reading passages. Each student will have the opportunity to read to the class. The teacher will assign a silent reading story, and then discuss with students allowing them to  express what they have read. Follow-up questions will be given to students as the teacher coaxed them into discussing the moral of the story. Questions directed to students will be geared toward critical thinking .

Room 2 – Journal Writing

Students will be given topics  and story lines of which to write a story. This is a critical area for students since they are required to write essays on the LEAP state assessment .

Students will be assisted with key words and shortcuts that will assist them while writing a 100 word essay.   This activity after practice will be timed so that the students understand  how the essay portion of the LEAP assessment is monitored.

Room 3- Art

Students will be allowed to be creative as they draw, color and design. The teacher may ask students to draw a scene from the Bible after discussing the scripture. Or may choose to allow students to color a pre printed page.

Room 4- Poetry Writing/ and Reading

Students will write poetry after being given directions from the teacher, poetry will be read and posted in the classroom.

Bible Lessons and Character Building will be taught daily.
